Math

Number

-Uses manipulatives, diagrams, and symbols to demonstrate and describe multiple strategies for determining sums and differences of numbers to 100, with and without regrouping

-Uses a variety of estimation and mental math strategies for solving addition and subtraction problems, and uses manipulatives and diagrams to demonstrate processes of multiplication and division

Shape & Space

-Selects the appropriate standard unit (cm, m, km) and estimates, measures, records, compares, and orders objects by length, height and distance around

- Constructs items of specific lengths, including cm and m.

- Estimates, measures, records, and compares the area of shapes, using non-standard units.

- Constructs a shape, given a specific area in non-standard units

- Estimates, measures, records, compares, and orders the mass/weight of objects, using non-standard units.

- Estimate, measures, records, compares, and orders containers, by capacity/volume using non-standard units.

-Recognizes that the size and shape of an object does not necessarily determine its mass/weight.

-Identifies, names, classifies, and describes 3-D objects:  cubes, spheres, cones, cylinders, pyramids

-Explores faces, vertices, and edges of 3-D objects, and describes how a skeleton relates to a 3-D object

-Builds and rearranges a pattern, using a set of 2-D shapes, and matches and makes identical (congruent) 2-D shapes

-Creates symmetrical 2-D shapes by folding and reflectingBuilds the skeleton of a 3-D object.

Patterns & Relations

-Sorts objects and shapes, using one or two attributes, and identifies attributes and rules in presorted sets.

-Identifies, creates, extends, describes, and compares both numerical and non-numerical patterns.

-Translates patterns from one mode to another, including concrete, pictorial, charted, spoken, written, and those patterns generated using technology

Discuss the concept of consequences (e.g., cause-and-effect relationships...) of behaviours as part of the decision-making/ problem-solving process for health and well-being

Identify responsible and respectful behaviours

Talk about similarities and differences (e.g., likes/dislikes, cultural connections...) of responses of self and responses of others related to situations involving sports/physical activities and/or social events

Identify positive communication skills

Identify situations (e.g., carrying something heavy, contributing to a project...) in which friends may be helpful and ways (e.g., saying thank you, returning the favour...) to show appreciation

Identify appropriate ways for sharing and expressing feelings and emotions related to different situations

Discuss ways to communicate with someone who is feeling different emotions

Identify and sort causes of anxiety or stress for self and others as they relate to school, home, and community

Identify feelings and emotions associated with anxiety

Discuss ways and activities to reduce personal stress
